Signs

Early this summer signs will be posted at camping areas such as the Public Boat Launch and near the Diving Rocks to encourage campers to be careful with their campfires. In addition, signs will be placed at key locations asking the public to watch for children, pedestrians, etc.

Survey

The Lake Plan Committee is preparing a survey; it may be conducted as early as May or June and it will be conducted either by email or through the website. A Form will be hand delivered or sent by mail to those who do not use the Internet.

The survey is an important first step toward the efforts to have the Lake Plan reflect the needs and priorities of the people and environment of Faraday Trout Lake and its watershed. We trust that you will take a few minutes to complete the survey. Your cooperation will be appreciated.

Outlet Creek

Work will continue on the outlet creek this spring; a notice will be sent at that time asking for volunteers; the Association has good quality chest waders to do the job. Also, if you happen to have a project at your place and would like to use the waders, we think some kind of an arrangement can be made provided the waders are not already being used for another purpose. The waders will be stored at Joy Bible Camp.

Carmichael Creek

At the end of August a further study was done at Carmichael Creek (Card Lake Creek). Results of the study were good and the biologists believe that some further restoration work on the creek's bed and banks will benefit the lake by capturing more sediment from run-off and also by increasing oxygen levels.

Fishing Licenses

Fishing License (Outdoors Card): Anyone wishing to fish must have a license if they are between 18 and 64 years of age.

Projects

Some of the projects the Ontario Stewardship Rangers performed last summer are expected to continue in early July; other projects such as a shoreline study and tree/shrub planting might be performed.

Joy Bible Camp

On October 5, 6 and 7, 2007, Joy Bible Camp will celebrate their 60th Anniversary since their beginning at Maxwell Settlement near Bancroft; this year is their 59th year at our lake. The Lake Committee congratulates Joy Bible Camp and James Maxwell and wish them the very best in the future.

The costs to operate Joy Bible Camp continue to grow each year. We are asking that you consider sending a donation to the Camp and help them with their efforts; collectively, even a small donation will mean a lot toward helping a young person or child have the chance to experience for a few days, the things that we and our young people and children enjoy at our lake during the whole summer.
